This situation is becoming ever more popular in the church today.  Many of our youth are learning 
new songs and over time these songs are being implemented into the corporate worship assembly of 
the church.  Some churches are able to handle this transition well, while others do not (I have seen 
both).  Many want to know why we should sing these new songs, or they want to know what is wrong 
with just singing the old ones.   

The question at hand states: “The congregation I attend is beginning to sing a lot more new songs 
that I do not know, what do you suggest I do”?  Please consider the following suggestions: 

1. Have a positive attitude about this transition. 

If your congregation is beginning to sing newer songs, look at this as a good thing.  It is likely a sign 
that younger people are becoming more mature in their faith and are beginning to direct the singing.    
Encourage them by at least attempting to sing the song with them.  Most of the newer songs are very 
easy to learn. 

Many times when something new comes our way, we immediately put up our defense.  A good 
brother came to me after worship to tell me one of the songs we sang was unscriptural.  “Which one,” I 
asked.  “Unto thee o Lord,” he answered.  I then went on to ask him why, and he told me because it 
used the expression “O my God.”  Obviously this man had developed a negative attitude towards 
newer songs.  After reading to him Psalm 25, he began to change his attitude after seeing the song 
came directly from the scriptures.  Many new songs are direct quotes from the Bible; don’t count them 
out before you even give them a chance.

     The following is an excerpt from my diary of my 

most recent trip to Africa. It was written pertaining to 

one of the lessons I heard at the "Africans Claiming 

Africa" conference: 

     The evening session consisted of more country 

reports and the keynote address. It was given by 

Fidelis Udofia of Nigeria. It was a thought provoking 

sermon based upon the question God asked Moses in 

Exod.4:2, "What is in your hand?" Basically his points 

were: 

     1) If you have something in your hand, you have 

 an opportunity. 

     2) If you have something in your hand, you have a 

 responsibility. 

     3) If you have something in your hand, you have 

 accountability. 

     He continued and clarified by using the example of 

a gun. Put a gun in your hand, and you have all kinds 

of opportunities, good and bad. You can maim or kill 

a person unjustly, or you can kill an animal to feed 

someone. You can use it threateningly to take 

something that is not yours, or you can use it to 

improve your own skills. Put a gun in your hand and 

you have a responsibility - a responsibility to use it 

properly and safely. Put a gun in your hand and you 

have accountability. You will have to answer for how 

you did or didn't use it - to the legal system, to others 

in your life, and to God.

"Now, put a Bible in your hand..."

And every day, in the temple and from 

house to house, they kept right on teaching and 

preaching Jesus as the Christ." (Acts 5:41-42) They 

had full control over how they reacted. 

          Paul and Silas were in chains in the inner 

prison in Philippi with their feet fastened in stocks, 

"But about midnight Paul and Silas were praying 

and singing hymns of praise to God." (Acts 16:25). 

They were confined--but in heart, mind, and 

conscience they were free. 

          Remember, we will be judged, not by what 

others do to us, but by what we do. For we must 

all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, that 

each one may be recompensed for his deeds in the 

body, according to what he has done, whether 

good or bad. (2 Corinthians 5:10) We have full 

control over how we think, act, and react.
