The question at hand states: “The congregation I attend is beginning to sing a lot more 
new songs that I do not know, what do you suggest I do”?  Please consider the following suggestions: 

1. Have a positive attitude about this transition [covered in part one]. 

2. Realize all the songs we sing were new at one point in time. 

At some point in time, all of the songs we sing were new.  At some point in time people had to learn songs 
like Amazing Grace, I’ll Fly Away, How Great Thou Art, etc.  These songs can be classified as the “good 
oldies,” and one day, the newer songs we sing will be classics as well.  Make all efforts to compromise 
because both are here to stay.   

3. Try and learn some of the songs on your own. 

As I have already mentioned, many of the newer songs are very easy to learn, not to mention addictive.  If 
you do not know how to read music from the song book, an easy way to learn some of the newer songs is by 
purchasing a CD either from H+C religious supplies or Christian Family Bookstore (located in East Ridge TN). 

4. Encourage your congregation to have a singing night to learn some of these songs. 

Many congregations have a singing night at least once a month.  These nights are a good time to learn new 
songs.  I know that the congregation in Chickamauga, GA meets 30 minutes before service on their singing 
night to learn new songs (this congregation loves to sing so much that they sing from 2 song books).  This is a 
great way to encourage a positive attitude towards new songs.  As your congregation learns these songs 
during singing night and\or on Wed. or Sun. nights, begin to implement them for all worship services.
