12:31-32 and Mark 3:28-29.  Article four will deal with final conclusions and applications.  The entire article is 

available now but is too large to fit in the bulletin.

     MENTIONED IN ALL THREE SYNOPTIC GOSPELS (Mt.12:31-32; Mk.3:28-30; Lk.12:10), blasphemy against 

the Holy Spirit is a topic of great interest.  For centuries, countless writers have taken on the task of 

explaining Jesus’ discussion on the “eternal sin,” “blasphemy of the Holy Spirit,” or sometimes called, 

“the unpardonable sin.” It is inconceivable to fathom the Father of all mercies (2 Cor.1:3-4) holding 

back His grace and desire for mankind to be saved because someone blasphemed or slandered the 

Holy Spirit at one point their life.  As a result, many have commented on the passages mentioned but 

few have agreed. 

     Some say blasphemy against the Holy Spirit is a onetime verbal statement related to the power 

behind the miracles of Jesus.  Those who would blaspheme (slander, defame, or reject) the Holy Spirit 

would not be able to receive forgiveness.  Those who hold this view see the blasphemy of the Holy 

Spirit as a sin occurring during the earthly ministry of Jesus and not possible to commit today (See Kyle 

Butt’s article: Blasphemy of the Holy Spirit.  www.apologeticspress.org).

     Some see blasphemy of the Holy Spirit as the 

rejection of the teachings of the Holy Spirit.  

Hence, after the Holy Spirit confirmed the truth 

and testimony of Jesus through the apostles and 

prophets (and ultimately through the written word 

– Jn.17:20; 20:30-31), those who would blaspheme 

and reject His testimony would be left to their own 

fate without any further efforts of salvation.  Those 

who hold this view see the blasphemy of the Holy 

Spirit as a sin occurring after the earthly ministry of 

Jesus (i.e. after the New Covenant was established) 

and primarily applicable to those today who 

persistently refuse to obey the laws of the Spirit 

established in the New Testament (See David 

Lipscomb: Queries and Answers. pp.386-387). 

     Some say blasphemy against the Holy Spirit was 

a callous, evil, and malicious attitude fixed upon 

denying the work of God through Jesus and the 

Holy Spirit and not an impulsive exclamation 

against the Holy Spirit.  Those who hold this view 

state the same attitude can be possessed today.  

Although the eternal sin cannot be committed in 

the exact same way those of Jesus day could have, 

it can be committed today by those who 

continually speak against God, Jesus, or the Holy 

Spirit.  Hence, as long as someone possesses this 

damning attitude, they will never be forgiven (see 

Wayne Jackson’s article: What is the eternal sin.  

www.christiancourier.com).
