THE BIBLE TEACHES THAT NOT ALL DESIRE IS WRONG (2 Pet.3:9; 1 Tim.3:1), but also specifies that 

some desires are wrong (Prov.21:10; Col.3:5).  Two internal desires that would be classified as evil (or sinful) are lust 

(Mt.5:28), and hate (1 Jn.3:15).  Jesus gave us the reason why these internal desires are wrong when He said, “For out of 

the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies” (Mt.15:19).  He 

specifically mentioned murder, false witness, and blasphemy.  If it were not for hate in ones heart these sinful acts 

would never be committed.  When we let hate towards another fester in our heart it will grow and eventfully cause us 

to sin publically (e.g. fighting, saying false things about the person, even murder).  He specifically mentioned adultery 

and fornication as well.  If it were not for lust in ones heart these sinful acts would never be committed.  When one lusts 

after another and does not take care of this attraction it will grow and eventually cause us to sin publically (e.g. 

adultery, fornication, pornography, etc.).  As we think about the warning of Jesus it is no wonder the Apostle Peter 

plead, “Beloved, I beg you as sojourners and pilgrims, abstain from fleshly lusts which war against the soul” (1 Pet.2:11), 

and the Apostle Paul would say, “Therefore put to death your members which are on the earth: fornication, uncleanness, 

passion, evil desire, and covetousness, which is idolatry” (Col.3:5). 

Christians face the daily battle of the Spirit warring against the flesh (Gal.5:17), but Paul said if we walk in the Spirit we 

will not fulfill the lusts of the flesh (Gal.5:17).  The more we associate with people who use foul language, watch TV 

programs that promote promiscuity, movies that promote violence, go places that Christians should not go, the more 

difficult it will be for us to not have evil desires and the more likely it is that we will yield to temptation. 

When we have evil thoughts and desires we need to pray to God to help us remove them from our heart so we will not 

act upon them (Mt.6:13; 1 Cor.10:13; cf. Mt.15:19).  One tactic I use is one the Lord Himself used to overcome 

temptation.  On two different occasions Jesus employed the phrase, “Get behind me Satan” (Mt.16:23; Lk.4:8).  We 

know that any evil that exists today is not from God but from Satan (Jas.1:13, 17), and the Bible says when we submit to 

God and resist the devil, then he [the devil] will flee from us (Jas.4:7).                     (Shane Robinson)
