     The wisdom of children never ceases to amaze me; they seem to see the obvious so easily. I remember hearing 
about a 5 year old that was sitting on the curb watching the police, firemen and tow truck operators trying to 
remove a truck, which was wedged under an overpass. He watched for a while and then offered this suggestion, 
"Why don't you just let the air out of the tires?" They did and it worked. but why didn't the adults think of it first? 
Probably that is why Jesus said the kingdom of heaven is made up of folks like children, they see things 
differently. 

     Why is it that we leave things undone, which really need to be done? Why do we say hurtful things and then 
realize it later?

     What do you have to do to go to heaven? "You gotta die!" Paul said in Galatians 2:20. "I have been crucified 
with Christ and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me. The life I live in the body, I live by faith in the Son of God, 
who loved me and gave himself for me."  How does that happen? Paul tells us that too in Romans 6:3-4, "Or don't 
you know that all of us who were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? We were therefore 
buried with him through baptism into death in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead through the 
glory of the Father, we too may live a new life."  If you want be what God wants you to be, start dying! May God 
grant each of us the ability to die to self and live to Christ and others.
