Answer: “Yes”!  That gift is the gift of common courtesy! 

In order to receive common courtesy, we must first know how to show it!  Here are ten gifts of common courtesy 

you can give to others that will be guaranteed to be a big hit: 

1. Say “thank-you,” regardless of whether or not the other person says "you're welcome." 

2. Say “please,” regardless of who you are dealing with. 

3. Hold the door open for someone, regardless of their race, gender, age, or if their hands are full or empty.
