  I believe that each person was given a different set 
of abilities to be used while we walk on this traveling 
dirt clod called Earth. If you do not believe that, pic-
ture me leading singingΧǎŜǊƛƻǳǎƭȅ, just picture it and 
you will agree, I have no ability to lead singing. Now, I 
will do it if needed, but there are other men with a 
great ability to be song leaders. This is just a small 
example of the abilities we all have. 

Here are some steps I want to share with you regard-

Remember this is a process, there are no overnight 
solutions, but there are overnight discussion starters 
and I pray this will be one of them. I have shared this 
with congregations, preachers, elders, deacons, 
members and businesses and so far it has a great suc-
cess rate and also serves as a great discussion starter. 

Each step will take time and thoughts and I would 
encourage you to take the necessary time and effort 
to make it work. I can tell you that just Step #1 in my 
life took a large amount of time and Step #4 was the 
easiest part but it does not work like that for every-
one! Give it time, but make an effort to live greater! 

 Steps to Discovering Your R.O.L.E. 

(1) Realize Your Abilities 

Matthew 25 gives us a glimpse of the faith the mas-
ter had in the abilities of those to which he entrusted 
property. 

Have you ever been to a talent show or even a carni-
val and observed the plate spinner? You know, the 
guy with the plates spinning on stick after stick. He 
continually adds a spinning plate to a stick then re-
peats the process until he has to run to every plate 
and keep them spinning.  

This is the way some use their abilities. They in-
volve themselves in so many plates, they never 
keep the best ones spinning for the long run. I be-
lieve there are many preachers who spend many 
hours spinning all types of plates and in the end,

It is important to find which abilities are your 
strengths and concentrate your efforts on them. 
For instance, go back to Acts 6. Could the apostles 
have waited tables? Yes, and I imagine they would 
have done an excellent job doing it; but what did 
they chose to do? They chose to preach the word 
because that was their strength and priority. 

The question you will have to search and consider

of tests you can take and get results. In fact, I took 
one in college and it told me based on my abilities, 
I should consider three different occupations; (1) 
Labor Relations Specialist, (2) Lawyer, (3) Clergy. 
Considering what I am doing today, I laugh at 
those results every time I see them. 

If you are unsure of your abilities, ask people who 
know you? Do not ask people who will give you 
the answer you want, but ask people who will be 
honest. Take a moment for yourself and begin to 
create a list of the things you like to do and then 
separate the things you like to do to from the 
things you are good at. There will be a difference 
and this is your start in figuring out your abilities. 

When I speak with others I encourage them to fig-
ure out their top three abilities and concentrate 
[their] efforts on those three.
