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When Joshua gathered the tribes of Israel to Shechem he said, ñChoose you this day 

whom you will serve . . . but as for me and my house, we will serve the Lordò (Josh. 

24:15). When Elijah faced the prophets of Baal on Mt. Carmel, he said to the people, 

ñHow long will you falter between two opinions? If the Lord is God, follow Him; but if 

Baal, follow himò (1 Kings 18:21). In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus said: ñNo one 

can serve two masters; for either he will hate the one and love the other, or else he will be loyal to the one and 

despise the other. You cannot serve God and mammonò (Matt. 6:24). 

These scriptures indicate that a choice must be made in whom we are willing to serve. They would also seem to 

indicate that a neutral position is unacceptable with God. Man is the one who makes a choice, and is not 

predestined to be lost or saved. 

All of us must make a choice as to whether we will serve God or Satan? The apostle Paul makes it clear that we 

cannot remain neutral in this matter. ñDo you not know that to whom you present yourselves slaves to obey, you 

are that one's slaves whom you obey, whether of sin leading to death, or of obedience leading to 

righteousness?ò (Rom. 6:16).  If you do nothing at all, you have already made your choice to be a servant of sin 

(Rom. 6:17). The Bible teaches, ñFor all have sinned, and come short of the glory of Godò (Rom. 3:23). If you have 

not chosen to follow Christ then you are still in your sins, and therefore you ARE a servant of sin! 

Centuries ago Moses exhorted Israel, ñI call heaven and earth as witnesses today against you, that I have set 

before you life and death, blessing and cursing; therefore choose life, that both you and your descendants may 

liveò (Deut. 30:19).
