The answer 

to all three of these questions is likely, yes!  When 

we fail to acknowledge we only have today, when

mercy towards us, then we are more likely to 

deal with others harshly. 

     The Bible speaks in great detail on the subject 

of mercy.  The Greek word eleos (used in our 

text), is closely associated with the Greek word 

charisȟ ÍÅÁÎÉÎÇ ȰÇÒÁÃÅȱ ɉ%ÐÈȢ ΨȡΪɀ5; 1 Pet.

to the Hebrew word hesed, a term that is often

     James chapter two and verse thirteen gives 

great application to the Biblical subject of mercy:
