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 On a weekly, sometimes even daily basis, I am called or addressed as ñpastor.ò  Being referred 
to as ñpastorò used to really get to me.  Biblically speaking, I am not a pastor.  Depending on the 
person who said it, and the circumstances surrounding the occasion, my response may vary.  If it is 
a telemarketer calling and addressing me as ñpastor,ò I really appreciate it because this is a pretty 
good sign I do not want to participate in or support anything this organization has to offer.  If it is 
an acquaintance, depending on the circumstances, I will usually just say ñI am a preacher of the 
gospel.ò  If a brother prays for the ñpastor,ò then I will look for a time where I can ñexplain to him 
the way of God more accuratelyò (Acts 18:26). 

The belief that all preachers are pastors is commonly accepted among most religious people to-
day.  In fact, more religious people today think of a preacher as a pastor than a pastor as an elder.  
If someone asked you why you do not call your preacher ñpastor,ò how would you respond?  Could 
you give a concise, accurate, and scripture based response? 

Before we get into a detailed study, I would like to give a concise answer to why we do not call 
the person who preaches the word ñpastor.ò  First of all, according to the Bible, the terms "pastor," 
"elder," "bishop," and "overseer" all refer to the same office in the church. We find that only men 
who meet certain qualifications are to serve in this capacity.  Secondly, within the local church, 
there may be elders (pastors), deacons, and preachers, but these are simply offices and not terms 
to be used as titles.

In Genesis 2:16-17 God told Adam and Eve not to 
eat of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil 
or they would die.  But in Genesis 3:4 Satan told 
eve, "You shall not surely die." Satan only added 
the word "not" to what God said and changed it 
into a lie. 

    Satan will get what is due him.  Revelation 
20:10 says, "The devil, who deceived them, was
