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Did you know the word pastor, in the New Testament, refers to a group of men and not one
person? Did you know, according to the New Testament, the terms "pastor," "elder," "bishop," and
overseer " all refer to the same office in t
in one time in the entire New Testament?

The only place the word pastor is found, in the New Testament, is in Ephesians 4:11. "And He
Himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some pastors and teach-
ers. " The English transl at i on poiniem ad is normally trandated
“shepherd.” Tdoierenis eisechin dtherrpassages$ to describe the work of elders (see
1 Peter 5:2; Acts 20:28).

The term "pastor" is literally defined: "shepherd, or one who tends a flock." By definition, the
pastor fits the description of elders mentioned in 1 Peter 5. Here, Peter instructs these men to
"Shepherd the flock of God which is among you, serving as overseers" (1 Pet. 5:1-2).

It is important to note there is to be a plurality of these men in each church, that is, no one man
is to take all oversight of any congregation (Acts 14:23; 20:17; Phil. 1:1). Again we note, accord-
ing to the Bible, the terms "pastor," "elder," "bishop," and "overseer" all refer to the same office in
the church. We find that only men who meet certain qualifications are to serve in this capacity (see
1 Tim. 3:1-7 and Titus 1:5-9 for these qualifications). .
