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THE WORD “CREED” IS AN ELUSIVE TERM, that is, it means different things to rent people. Our
English word creed derived from the Latin credo, meaning, “I believe.” So, in the literal sense, what one
believes is his creed. There is no denying that there were things most commonly believed among
Christians in the 1st century (Tit.1:4; Rom.6:17; Eph.4:4-6; Col.2:7; 1 Tim.4:6).

After the death of the apostle John, the last living apostle, the early church faced great difficulties.
Not only did the church face times of great physical persecution, false doctrines such as Gnosticism and
Monticism also plagued the body of Christ. In an effort to distinguish the true Christian from the heretic,
a simple confession of faith was devised. Many years and alterations later, what was known as a simple
confession of faith would later be known as the Apostles Creed. Although the Apostles Creed was not
written by the apostles, it was the first human creed subscribed to by Christians and was followed
through the centuries by many other confessions of faith.

For the most part, it is in this way creeds are used today. A group of people of a religious body get
together and devise a written creed as the official position of that religious group. Herein lies the major
problem, a single person or group of persons does not have the biblical authority to govern the religious
affairs of other people worldwide (while an eldership may have authority within a local congregation,
they do not have authority beyond the congregation they are shepherding or pastoring). What is
written in the creed is irrelevant, the problem lies within the implementation, structure, and purpose of
the creed that is wrong. The creed is devised to represent the official position of the church to which a
member must subscribe if one is to remain in the good graces of that body.

Human writings are not wrong because they are human, but they become wrong when they
presume to speak for God. Peter said, "If any man speak let him speak as the oracles of God" (1
Pet.4:11). God has revealed his will for us in the Bible. The Bible is not man's interpretation of God's
will, as is true of creeds, but it is God's will itself.
