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     It is not uncommon for someone to discredit a clear teaching of the New Testament 

and argue that because Jesus did not speak on a certain issue that it should be tolerated 

or accepted into religious circles.  This argument is made by those who promote/tolerate 

homosexuality, instrumental music in worship, Sabbath-Day worship, etc.  They may say homosexuality 

should be accepted because, “although the apostle Paul addressed the issue, Jesus did not and He is the final 

authority.” 

     The confusion comes by misunderstanding the biblical principle of delegated authority.  Jesus was granted 

all authority by the Father (Mt.28:18).  Jesus in turn delegated His authority to the apostles and prophets 

(Eph.2:20). Consider some passages that teach this principle: 

 Matthew 16:18-20: And I also say to you that you are Peter, and on this rock I will build My church... And 

I will give you the keys of the kingdom of heaven, and whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, 

and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven. 

 John 12:48: He who rejects Me, and does not receive My words, has that which judges him— the word 

that I have spoken will judge him in the last day. 

 John 16:13: However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He will 

not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come. 

 John 17:20: I do not pray for these alone, but also for those who will believe in Me through their word. 

 2 Timothy 3:16-17: All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, 

for correction, for instruction in righteousness, that the man of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped 

for every good work.                                          (Shane Robinson)

     This good advice would also apply to Christian 

husbands who have non-Christian wives. There 

is much to be said about showing people what 

the Word of God says, and then living it in front 

of them to make it attractive. Encouragement 

and consistency is what God is calling for here.
