HAVE YOU EVER WONDERED what God can't do? Someone asked one time, "If God is so
powerful, can he make a rock so big that he can't lift it? The response I heard to that (from
another preacher) was, "Yes God is "all powerful," but he is not stupid!" If you have asked this
type of question, then you are asking the wrong questions. The real question is: What won't
God do?

God has already given His Son so that men and women in this world can live eternally, so
He won't do that again. God has already sent the message of Salvation to the world through
His son and the Holy Spirit, so He won't do that again. God has already given us our marching
orders, to "go into the whole world and preach the Gospel message," and He really expects us
to do it, so He won't do that again. God has shown us the difference between good and evil,
right and wrong, what is acceptable to Him and what isn't, so He won't do that again. God has
revealed to us through the Bible as to what is acceptable worship, so He won't do that again.
God has set in place a specific memorial for Himself of the Lord's Supper, so there is no need
to do that again.

You might ask, "How do you know that God has done all of these things and won't do them
again?" Well, because the scripture indicates it is that way. Notice what Peter writes in 2 Peter
1:3, "According as his divine power has given unto us all things that pertain unto life and
godliness..." Also in Jude 3, Jude writes, "Dear friends, although I was very eager to write to
you about the salvation we share, I felt I had to write and urge you to contend for the faith
that was once for all entrusted to the saints."

Now these passages indicate to us that God has already given us "all things" that we need

and that they were delivered (past tense) to the saints once and for all time.
