Students of the Old Testament are aware of the fact that certain types of 

meat were considered ñuncleanò under the Mosaic Law (see Lev.11 and 

Deut.14 for the various dietary regulations).  Some of these requirements 

likely had to do with health considerations (Deut.14:21a); others were to  

 set Israel apart as a ñholy nation unto Jehovahò (Deut. 14:21c). 

Some religions do not make a distinction between the dietary requirements under the Old Covenant and 

the New.  In short, since the Old Law is not in force today (Col. 2:14), we are not restricted as to what 

kinds of meat we may eat (this does not mean that we should not consider some of the dietary laws 

under it).  It is not wrong to abstain from meats, or certain meats, etc.; it is wrong when we command 

others to abstain from eating meats (1 Tim.4:3; cf. Acts 15 and circumcision).  For the sake of brevity, 

there are 4 passages of scripture that I want to point out that relate to dietary laws and the Christian. 

¶ Mark 7:19 ï In the ASV, NASB, NIV, the phrase, ñThis he said, making all meats cleanò is included at 

the end of the verse.  Basically Mark is giving an inspired commentary on what the Lord said. 

¶ 1 Timothy 4:1-5 ï Paul spoke of the great apostasy that was going to take place.  Part of this 

apostasy was ñcommanding to abstain from meats, which God hath created to be received.ò 

¶ Acts 10:9-16; 11:1-10 ï Peter is shown through the vision that God had ñdeclared cleanò and ñmade 

commonò those animals that were once called unclean/uncommon. 

¶ Romans 14:14, 20 ï Paul said that ñthere is nothing unclean of itself,ò and ñall things indeed are 

pure.ò  Thus, the eating of certain foods was a matter of opinion and not a matter of faith.

As God 
was outlining the duties, responsibilities, and 
obligations of being King of Israel, he lists the 
following:  

     "Also it shall be, when he sits on the throne of 
his kingdom, that he shall write for himself a copy 
of this law in a book, from the one before the 
priests, the Levites." (Deuteronomy 17:18). 

God expected 
the King to write, with his own hand, a copy of the 
law.  Typically, this was the job of the scribes, but 
God placed such importance on the King knowing 
the law, he demanded that he write out a copy of 
the law for himself!  Didn't God know that his 
kings were busy men?  The job of being a king was 
demanding and must have taken a lot of time.  
Nevertheless, God expected the kings of Israel 
make the time to write out, in their own 
handwriting, a copy of the law.  It wasn't enough 
to just read the law, God wanted these spiritual 
leaders to write out a copy for themselves.  
Interesting. 

     I wonder how many of us, who are trying to be 
spiritual leaders in the church and our homes 
would profit if we would buy a couple composition 
notebooks and write out, in our own hand, the 
books of the New Testament?  Would it be time 
consuming?  Yes, of course it would.  But wouldn't 
it be "re-inventing the wheel?"  I mean, why write 
out a copy when I have a leather bound one on my 
shelf?  Apparently, the value and benefit gained 
by spending careful time in the word outweighs 
the investment in time, else why did God 
command his leaders to write it out? 

     While there is no New Testament command to 
do so, this action is at least worthy of 
contemplation, and very probably, would benefit 
all of us greatly.  It's quite a challenge.  Are you up 
to it?
