Neither 
fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor homosexuals, nor sodomites, nor thieves, nor covetous, nor 

drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners will inherit the kingdom of God " - 1 Corinthians 6:9-10 NKJV.  
 

If you mean by ñaccept,ò welcome as visitors, then yes.  
 

I do not know of any congregation that would tell a homosexual they could not come into a worship 

service of the church (given they are decent and not a threat to members).  We welcome all; however, this 
does not mean we approve of their sins.  We welcome all because we know the transforming power of the 

gospel (Romans 1:16-17); the same gospel message would turn many Corinthians to Christ in the first century 

for Paul went on to say, " And such were  some of you. But you were  washed, but you were  sanctified, but 
you were  justified in the name of the Lord Jesus and by the Spirit of our God " - 1 Corinthians 6:11. 

 

If you mean by ñaccept,ò welcome as members, then no.   
 

We welcome all, but accept only those who God accepts.  The Bible condemns homosexuality (as well as 

many other sins), we do not want to single out only one sin, but at the same time, we do not want to approve 
of any one sin (Romans 6:12; Ephesians 5:11).  Homosexuals need the gospel just as much as anyone else.  

We do not turn them away, but we would urge them to change their life to the way God would have them to 

live (the same would be said of a drunkard, adulterer, thief, etc). (For other passages concerning the practice 
of homosexuality see Leviticus 18:22; 20:13 and Romans 1:26-32).
