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Ecclesiastes 3:21 is often mentioned in reference to this question: "Who knows the spirit of the 
sons of men, which goes upward, and the spirit of the animal, which goes down to the earth?"  A literal 

interpretation would be animals don't go to heaven, but a figurative interpretation would be the passage 

is simply stating "who knows for sure what happens when we die?"  

The Bible is full of references of heaven being inhabited with animals, but we must note they 

are stated in figurative language and nothing is said of their origin (i.e. in heaven or on earth).  Isaiah 
65:25 is a common reference related to our question: “The wolf and the lamb shall feed together, The 
lion shall eat straw like the ox, And dust shall be the serpent’s food.  They shall not hurt nor destroy in 
all My holy mountain, Says the Lord.”  If we interpret this passage literally, then we can say, without a 
doubt, animals will be in heaven.  However, if we interoperate this passage figuratively we would simple 

say heaven will be a place full of peace and tranquility.   

The book of Revelation is also referenced as well to show that animals will be in heaven, but 

once again we are dealing with figurative language.  Consider: "...in the midst of the throne, and around 
the throne, were four living creatures full of eyes in front and in back.  The first living creature was like 
a lion, the second living creature like a calf, the third living creature had a face like a man, and the 
fourth living creature was like a flying eagle" - Revelation 4:6-7.  Of the four living creatures mentioned, 
each was LIKE a lion, calf, man, or an eagle.  When we see the words like or as, we understand the 

language to be comparing two similar objects (simile), but the objects are not exactly the same.   

In short, the answer is, the Bible does not say.  I do not know of a passage that speaks of any animal 

having a soul, thus, any statement made about animals being in heaven is speculative, based upon 

emotion and not biblical truth.                       (Shane Robinson)

    In Ephesians 4:4-6 we read, "There is one body, and 

one Spirit, even as you were called in one hope of your 

calling; one Lord, one faith, one baptism; one God and 

Father of all, who is above all and through all, and in 

you all." Just as there is only one God, there is only one 

body.  What is this one body?  In Ephesians 1:21-22 we 

find out what this one body is, "And He put all things 

under His feet, and gave Him to be the head over all 

things to the church, which is His body."  Here we see 

that the Bible says the church is the body.  So the one 

body is the one church which belongs to the Lord.  One 

might as well believe in more than one God as to 

believe that the Lord has more than one church. 

     Today we hear the sincere but mistaken plea to 

"attend the church of your choice."  Why not attend the

The 

Lord only adds the saved to His church (Acts 2:47).  In
